MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

Lebanon Valley College acknowledges the exceptionat preparation of students from York Catholic High
School to achieve success in higher education. Through this memorandum, we articulate and codify the
ways in which this partnership can support and advance access to high quality education at both the
high school and post-secondary levels. The components of our partnership include, but are not limited
to:

1. Lebanon Valley College (LVC) will guarantee admission to the college and a four-year
renewable scholarship to graduates of York Catholic High School who enroll at LVC. The
student must have a cumuiative, three-year high school grade point average of at least 3.0 (on
4.0 scale), and/or SAT score of at least 1,080 (21 ACT). YC students who meet these
requirements will receive a merit-based scholarship. Students who do not meet these levels will
be supported for admission and other financial scholarships and grants to attend LVC with the
recommendation of York Catholic High School.

2. The table below identifies LVC merit-based scholarships available to graduates who enroll at
LVC as freshmen in the 2025-2026 academic year. These scholarships are awarded as part of
the admission process and are based on full-time enroliment. Merit-based scholarships may be
retained for eight semesters as long as “Academic Progress” requirements are met each
semester. Visit www.lvc.edu/academic-progress for the full policy. York Catholic High School
students who apply and enroll at LVC are also eligible to be considered for all other
scholarships and financial aid grants should they meet the requirements detailed online:

3. York Catholic High School will permit a LVC admission representative to visit with their students
as many as three times annually for the purposes of sharing information about the LVC
academic programs, application process, financial aid, and related processes. Visits will be
arranged by the LVC Admission Office and the York Catholic High School Office of School
Counseling.

4. York Catholic High School will display LVC information including posters, pennants, and
brochures in the Office of School Counseling and other areas where appropriate.
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This agreement may be reviewed and revised at any time at the request of Lebanon Valley College or
York Catholic High School.
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
